ASCAP protects the rights of its members by licensing and distributing royalties for the non-dramatic public performances of their copyrighted works. ASCAP's licensees encompass all who want to perform copyrighted music publicly..

Latchis Corporation will submit a quarterly audit of performances at the Latchis Theatre and will be assessed fees based on gross revenue from these events.  We will be required to receive this information from those of you who rent any of the Latchis Theatres for your events.  

The fees are based on seating capacity.  Latchis is in the lowest category, 0-2500 seats.  The percentage applied to gross revenues in this category is .80% (0.0080).  This fee will be an additional expense for presenters who rent the hall.  For example, if the gross revenue is $10,000, the fee to ASCAP will be $80. Benefit and free performances have a different fee structure.  The assessment for those is approximately $10.

Presenters may also take out their own special event license for specific performances at the Latchis.  Contact information to apply for a special event license is: Sheila Batchelder, ASCAP, 800-910-7347 ext. 75
We have added ASCAP language to the Latchis License Agreement (the document you sign with Latchis Corporation to rent the theatre), as follows:

ASCAP License:  Licensee shall provide to Licensor evidence satisfactory to Licensor that Licensee holds an ASCAP License appropriate for the program to be presented.

In event Licensee performs under the ASCAP License of Licensor, Licensee shall pay to Licensor its ASCAP License fee; Licensee shall make complete payment of the license fee on Performance Day.
